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Osaka University of Health and Sports Science
Claim Phoenix Cup 2014 with Hong Kong Allies Coming Second

The Asia Insurance Phoenix Cup 2014 took place in Hong Kong in
mid-February, putting on a wonderful baseball spectacle for the
Hong Kong and Asian baseball lovers.

Amongst the eight competing teams that hailed from Australia,
Hong Kong, Japan, Korea, Singapore and Taiwan, it was Osaka
University of Health and Sports Sciences who came out on top,
triumphing over Hong Kong Allies in the championship game in a
8:0, victory, taking home the coveted Phoenix Cup crown.

Yokoi Mitsuharu, Head Coach of the victorious Osaka University
of Health and Sports Sciences, voiced his great pleasure in seeing
his team taking home this year’s Phoenix Cup crown. “I am very
satisfied with the team’s overall performance,” the Japanese Head
Coach said. "Our starting pitcher in the final game (Morikawa Mei)
pitched very well and the team responded accordingly.”

Morikawa Mei, who was named as the Best Pitcher in the Phoenix
Cup, was delighted with her performance in the Phoenix Cup finale.
“I need to thank my defense for helping me throughout the game,”
said the 3rd year student pitcher. “I am very surprised to receive the
Best Pitcher award for the tournament but this will motivate me to
do better in future competitions.”

Sasaki Ayano, Captain of the Osaka University of Health and Sports

Sciences, also felt great satisfaction with the team’s victory. “I think
our team performed a great deal of our potential and put on a
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decent showing in the tournament,” said the well-rounded first
baseman. “l am very happy to see baseball being played in different
parts of the world and thoroughly enjoyed using this tournament to
communicate with baseball lovers from all parts of Asia."”

Hong Kong Allies, who defeated Far East Bloomers from Japan to
book their ticket for the final, was completely shutdown by Osaka
University of Health and Sports Sciences in the championship game.
Head Coach Au Wing-Leung believed his side could have done
better in the finale. “We were okay defensively for the final game
but offensively, we could have done more,” said the Hong Kong
Allies tactician. “We came here aiming to get into the semi-final
and we pushed ourselves to the final. In that sense, the girls have
already exceeded our original target.”

Pitcher Lau Tsz-chin, who started for Hong Kong Allies in the
championship game, hopes the team can use the Phoenix Cup
as a motivation for the upcoming Women's Baseball World Cup
in September. “We will definitely try to use this as a learning
experience to prepare for the upcoming Women’s Baseball World
Cup in September, trying our outmost to seek our first win in the
World Cup tournament.”

14-17 February 2014
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Scoring Clinic a Great Launching Pad
for Aspiring Official Scorers

The International Baseball Federation (IBAF) and the
Hong Kong Baseball Association (HKBA) recently co-
hosted a Scoring Clinic in Hong Kong on 31 May~2
June 2014 . The three-day clinic was well-attended by
Official Scorers from countries such as Australia, South
Korea, Malaysia, Singapore and Hong Kong.

Anna Maria Paini, Scoring Director of IBAF, was in
town for the Scoring Clinic and the Italian spoke
about the reasoning behind organizing such a clinic
in Hong Kong. “We currently have approximately 15
Official Scorers in our system and therefore we want
to develop more Official Scorers in order to prepare
for future IBAF events,” the veteran scoring official
explained. “If we see someone who has potential or is
interested in getting involved, we will look into inviting
him/her to future IBAF events and learn from the other
Official Scorers in the IBAF ranks.”

Paini noted that while the Official Scorer might have a
less glamorous task than players, managers or coaches,
yet she believes the position is no less important. “In a
lot of countries, baseball is still trying to become one of
the main sports. Therefore people will first try to focus
on finding enough players to play the game, which
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is totally understandable,” the IBAF official said. “But
baseball is a game of numbers and you need qualified
Scorers to reflect what took place on the field. Credible
numbers will enable managers and coaches to identify
which of their players are performing better, and
subsequently put out a more competitive team on the
baseball field.”

Connie Stoyakovich, an Official Scorer in the
Australian Baseball League (ABL), flew into town for
the Scoring Clinic from Down Under. “l see this as an
opportunity to get to know the IBAF Scoring system for
international matches as | want to stretch my ability to
the international level,” the US-born Stoyakovich said.
“I' want to challenge myself and that is why | came all
the way to Hong Kong to attend the Scoring Clinic.”

Tiger Cheung, a local Umpire and Scorer, also took
part in the information-rich Scoring Clinic. “There are
lots of different Scorers inside that classroom who are
at different levels and from different backgrounds,”
Cheung pointed out. “However, so much information
was provided during the course that | think all of the
participants are bound to go away with a lot of new
knowledge and information.”

The Hong Kong Baseball Association recently hosted
the IBAF Umpire Training Camp and the IBAF Technical
Commissioner Seminar in Hong Kong. The two
events attracted more than 30 Umpires and Technical
Commissioners from all across the Far East to flock to
town during the Easter holidays (17-21 April, 2014), all
in the hope of furthering their own expertise around
the baseball diamond.

Jim Baba, a senior official for Baseball Canada, was
on hand in Hong Kong to present the Technical
Commissioner Seminar. “The reason for organizing
such a seminar is to provide the IBAF with more
options on match officials for future international
events,” the baseball lifer explained. “I hope the
Technical Commissioners who attended the seminar in
Hong Kong can get more exposure from international
tournaments such as the Phoenix Cup, in order
to continue their development and growth in the
Technical Commissioner role.”
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Veteran umpire Takeshi Hirabayashi was on hand for
the four-day umpire training camp and really enjoyed
his time with some of the less-experienced umpires. “I
really enjoyed my time coaching the younger umpires
because | was once a beginner myself,” Hirabayashi
commented. “l really admire the intensity and desire
that the students have shown during the training
camp. This should be a great opportunity for them to
improve.”

Marco Screti, an Umpiring Instructor who hailed from
Italy, was thoroughly impressed by the students’
hunger for knowledge. “The students have all shown
tremendous passion for the game of baseball. They
are really knowledgeable of the game and have asked
some very good questions,” Screti observed. “We
had some long hours on the baseball field but the
students would still come up to me during breaks to
ask questions. They really seemed to have a hunger to
improve their baseball knowledge.”

The inaugural WBSC Congress hosted by the Tunisian
Baseball and Softball Federation, in collaboration with
the Tunisian Ministry of Youth, Sports, Women and
Family, was held in 10-11 May 2014 in Hammamet
Hotel, Hammamet, Tunisia.

I in my capacity of Chairman of Hong Kong Baseball
Association attended the Congress.

Mr. Fraccari reported that WBSC failed to reinstate
baseball and softball in the Olympic Games 2020 due
to receiving insufficient supporting votes from the
members of International Olympic Committee at the
Olympic Committee meeting last year, but hope is not
vanishing yet because the success of Tokyo in bidding
to host Olympic Games 2020 has rekindled the hope of
returning the two sports to the Olympic Games.

At the Congress, the executive board of directors were
elected. Riccardo Fraccari, president of International
Baseball Association, was elected to president of
the Confederation. Other posts, including Secretary
General, Treasurer, Member At-Large Female and
Members At-Large Male were selected.

Some amendments to the Articles of Association of
WBSC were proposed and approved at the Congress.
The major amendments are, as follows:

1. Competitions other than Olympic Competitions are
organized by the respective Baseball and Softball
Divisions.

2. The next WBSC Congress does not to be held until
2017.

3. The officials elected at the first General Meeting
(Congress) in 2014 and the Athlete Representatives
also elected in 2014 would all hold office until the
elected General Meeting (Congress) in 2021.

4. There are four At Large Members, at least one from
each gender and two representing Baseball and
two representing softball.

About The World Baseball Softball
Confederation (WBSC)

Headquartered in Lausanne, Switzerland, the
World Baseball Softball Confederation (WBSC) was
established in 2013 and granted recognition as the sole
competent authority for the sport of Baseball/Softball
by the International Olympic Committee at the 125th
IOC Session on September 8th, 2013. The WBSC has
208 National Federation Members in 141 countries and
territories across Asia, Africa, Americas, Europe and
Oceania.

Following the guidance of the International Olympic
Committee who indicated the necessity for baseball
and softball team up in order to be jointly considered
for inclusion in the Olympic Games program, the two
independent International Federations set out on a
path toward a full and complete merger, unfortunately
its endeavor did not work out at the final bidding
for reinstating into the Olympic Games 2020. Yet, its
efforts never stops.
